Purpose and Eligibility

Tax Credit Scholarships for Low-Middle Income Families

The Children’s Tuition Fund (CTF) provides scholarships for economically qualified children to attend
non-profit schools in Pennsylvania. CTF is primarily funded through three Pennsylvania Tax Credit
Programs:

Educational Improvement Tax Credit (EITC)
Pre-Kindergarten Tax Credit (PKTC)
Opportunity Scholarship Tax Credit (OSTC)

Since 2001, ACSI CTF has been approved by the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania as an EITC
Scholarship Organization to provide scholarships for students from preschool though the 12th grade.
